Get the code

i. Install ?2TortoiseSVN.
ii. Create a folder [your path]/Ecopath_dev/Ecopath6.
iii. Right click on the Ecopath6 folder and select SVN Checkout.
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iv. Enter the URL of Repository below and ensure the location of the folder to [your path]/Ecopath_dev/Ecopath6:

Ecopath6: ?http://sources.ecopath.org/svn/Ecopath/trunk/Ecopath6
Click OK and enter your username and password

WikiPrint - from Polar Technologies

i. Repeat steps 2 - 4 to with Ecopath5 to download the sources for Ecopath5. Ecopath5: ?http://sources.ecopath.org/svn/Ecopath/trunk/Ecopath5
